 Post entry forms two months before event. Also contact secretary WPFBGSA 
(Inc). 

 Entry day closes two weeks before event. 

 Cup of tea or coffee & biscuit for players before start of play. 

 Games shall be 4 Games of 10 ends. Two in morning and two in afternoon.  

 Lunch –Bread roll or something similar. Refreshments from Club.  Quick fire 
raffles to help costs. 

 At conclusion of last Game all go to Fire Station for Prize giving, 
Refreshments and BBQ.
